1st - Hobtop Raffles, strong and heavy boned for a young dog. This red and white male carried his size well with good front and tight feet. This male has a large, broad, flat skull with correct ear set. Difficult to read his expression as he was excited on the day.

2nd -  Rospaw Soldier Boy, a standard type male with good front and expression. He is finer on bone with little angulation, hence a high tail set.

1st - Birmingham Prince at Midlandbulls, a lovely red and white male with good front and correct turn of shoulder. This male has a great expression with a large flat skull. His topline is correct with roach over loin and correct angulation, hence correct tail set low. Moved a little stiff on rear
2nd - Wearbull Fabulous Josh, nice white and red male, light on bone and a little flat on pasterns, good topline and tuckup.

Nov D
1st - Bradiebe Jefferson, Beautiful standard type red male with a fantastic expression. This boy has a broad, flat skull and strong foreface with correct upsweep. He has a great topline with his roach over loins and underneath a lovely tuckup. He has good angulation with a correct set tail to suit. I believe this dog will mature to a great looking male for todays standard.  RBD

PGD
1st - Jaqles Just Johnny, lovely red and white male that moves very well. This male has a real sour expression with a good strong, broad flat skull framed by correct ears. His front has a well let down brisket. From the side his topline is correct with roach over loin and good tuckup. He has good angulation and therefore a correct tailset.
One of three class winners on the day from the same litter! Complements to the breeder/owners.

2nd - Shipshape Georges Pride, great looking red and white male, very short in the back with large barrel of rib. Good head and expression but limped on the day

1st - Tryfan Copper Dream, good strong Red and white male with lovely expression, he has a large flat skull and good foreface. A lovely front with correct turn of shoulder, complete topline with roach above loins. Good angulation and tail set. This dog was happy to be in the ring.

OD,

1st - Jaqles Raffa, Great looking male of the standard type, this dog has a broad flat skull, lovely thick foreface and great expression. What a great front with perfect turn of shoulder framing a deep brisket. His topline did not let me down as I moved towards the rear, a fine pear shape from above with roach over loin and a nice tuckup underneath. His angulation was coreect hence a good tail set and good length of tail.

(Same father)  Great head with perfect sour expression, wide, flat, broad skull, framed by good ears and a good sized foreface to suit. He also has a great side view with an impressive top line, correct roach over loin and good tail set due to good angulation. RBB.
